O n November 18, 2011 LOGOS co-
organized with Georgetown CRC 

a ñFaith in Science: Honest to God, 
Honest to Scienceò Conference. This 
conference was sponsored by Calvin 
Theological Seminaryôs Centre for Ex-
cellence in Preaching and the Calvin 
College Science Division with financial 
support provided by the John 
Templeton Foundation. The conference 
featured Christian professors speaking 
in the fields of evolution, neuroscience 
and astrophysics. Thirty-five attendees, 
which includes a large group of CRC 
pastors, heard stimulating lectures that  
seek to reconcile the latest scientific 
research with the Christian faith.  

 The conferenceôs keynote speaker, Dr. Denis Lamoureux, an 
evangelical who has earned PhDs in both Evolutionary Biology and 
Christian Theology, also gave two lectures at York Universityð
òBeyond Evolution vs. Creationò and ñInterpreting Genesis 1-11ò. 
About 35 students attended Lamoureuxôs ñBeyond Evolution vs. 
Creationò lecture on the Nov. 18 Friday night and it was even re-
ported in Yorkôs student newspaper The Excalibur. Lamoureux 
wants Christian students, especially, to learn that thereôs more than 
simply two extreme options to Atheistic Evolution and Young Earth 
Creationism. The so-called conflict between science (evolution) and 

religion (creation) is really between Scientism and Fundamentalism. Lamoureux, who teaches at the 
U of Alberta in Edmonton, have met many students who lost their faith because of the scientific 
facts that support evolution. His great wish is to help Christian students see that they can reconcile 
a conservative faith that believes in God as creator, humanity in Godôs image, human sin, Christôs 
incarnation and resurrection, Godôs redemptive work, with the science of evolution. According to 
Lamoureux, we need to learn from both the Book of Godôs Works (creation, the physical world) and 
the Book of Godôs Words (scripture).  
 
These are examples of campus ministry helping students and partnering with churches 

while promoting the Christian worldview in the academic world.
