
FINDING FAITH 
 
This is a testimony of a York alumni—Cherry Wong—who is now in 
Hong Kong.  This is her story of how she came to faith in Christ. 
 

M y name is Cherry Wong, and I was an international student at 
York University from Hong Kong. I was a non-Christian who was 

searching for God. Ever since high school, I went to church weekly but 
was never satisfied by the answers, or lack of answers, the pastors 
gave to my questions. Then I left the church, even convincing my 
friends to leave church. 
 
I turned my focus to philosophy and Sigmund Freud. In my second year 
of university, I got very ill. I could not sleep and I could not walk prop-
erly. The doctors had no solutions. I was alone in Canada without a 
family. I hated God. If He were there, why would He allow so many 
misfortunes to happen in my life? Even when I tried to search for Him, 

He did not answer. That summer, I went back to Hong Kong for a summer vacation. My aunt con-
vinced me to pray with a minister for healing. I prayed that God should understand why I didn’t be-
lieve in Him and if He does exist, He should take pity on me. Gradually, so gradually that I almost did-
n’t notice it, I started walking better and sleeping better.  
 
As I returned to York University for my third year, I told myself 
that I owe God a second chance to know Him again. It was at this 
time that I met Chaplain Chong and his student leader Leah Xing 
at a table display. I told them that I wanted to know God. I 
started going to IVCF fellowship meetings and to Chong’s bible 
study. I loved the bible study class so much that I started running 
out of my linguistic class early in order to get to Chong’s bible 
study on time! Chong opened my eyes to the Bible, that it is a 
collection of scriptures that are tightly linked, at the same time 
revealing the grace and love of God. I thought I knew about Je-
sus but I didn’t really. Chong helped me realize that. Chong is like 
a straw; he allows God’s grace to flow through him. Chong never 
judged my questions and often welcomed discussions. Eventually, 
I was baptized at Walmer Road Baptist Church in 2003. Now I am back in Hong Kong continuing my 
studies. 
 
University is a big harvest field. A friendly and supportive place that encourages critical thinking and 

questions can help someone like me come to Christ. 
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HOPE AGAINST AIDS 
 

A IDS is ravaging Africa and other parts of the world. In Lesotho, Africa, for instance, 
as many as 25% of the population has HIV/AIDS. This is why Dr. Anne-Marie Zajdlik 

from Guelph, Ont. started an AIDS clinic in Lesotho to help fight the spread of HIV/AIDS in 
that country. I invited Dr. Zajdlik to speak at York on Nov. 4, 2010. She spoke with pas-
sion and inspiration. She had started a Bracelet of Hope campaign to raise funds for the 
AIDS clinic. The bracelets were handcrafted by a women’s co-operative in South Africa. 
Hence, more than just the AIDS clinic is supported in 
the venture. 
 
My student club at York, Leadership, Culture & Christi-
anity (LCC) decided to start selling these bracelets at 
York U to support the cause and to raise awareness. We 
will continue to start selling them over the new year. In 
addition to bracelets, there were other handcrafted or-
naments and key chains. We were also receiving dona-
tions as well from students who didn’t want to buy any-
thing but just wanted to give to the cause.
